categories. Register 1 choir per category. 
 

The event is open to students from Grades 3 to 12 and the categories are: 

Cheshta- grades 3 to 5.  

Jumbish -grades 6 to 8 and 

Udgaar - grades 9 to 12.  

ü Pick a district you want to sing about. 
ü We will send you and guide you with research and help you select 

details about the district 
ü On registration, we will share the rules of the competition with you 
ü Your choir performs (if selected) at a final event in Lucknow, at an

TO HELP YOU REGISTER 

1. Attached to this letter is the list of all 75 districts of Uttar Pradesh. 
2. One district- one choir 
3. If a  school has multiple entries ( Cheshta, Jumbish, Udgaar) each choir must 

pick a different district. 
4. Once you have selected your district and registered, ITIHAAS will send you 

detailed reading  material for your district. Students of course must research 
further and add more information.

Open to Udgaar, grade 9 to 12 only
